I. Description

The Pennsylvania Young Farmers Association (PYFA) will select up to three FFA members to travel to the National Young Farmer Educational Association   Institute in Kansas City, Missouri. PYFA will pay travel expenses, registration and lodging. The purpose of the opportunity is to create a closer relationship between PYFA and FFA, and expand communications between the two groups. II. Eligibility

A. Applicant must be an FFA member, and must be enrolled in agricultural courses through June, 2011.

B. Applicant must be a resident of Pennsylvania

C. Applicant must be willing to share information learned at the Institute with other FFA members, and with Young Farmer Chapters, as requested.

D. Applicant must be 18 by December 1, 2011, or have a parent who is a PYFA member who will accompany them to the Institute.

C. Applicants will be selected based on character, activities, interest in pursuing agriculture as a career.

D. Personal interviews may be conducted.
